10. Called for the select committee’s arrangement, which was read
and received and the committee discharged,

11. Agureeable to the arrangement of the select committee we notice
ihe request of Little Sycamore church relative to union meetings,

12. This Assoeciation, agreeable to the request of the above named

¢hurch, agrees to effect a system of unien meetings, and proceeded to
