page 8.

A petition from Indian Creek Church,torevive Union meetings
In the different sections of this Association under the same regula-
tions they were at the time of their discontinuance was taken up
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and agreed to by the Association, leaving it discretionary with the
delegates from the Churches, composing the different sections, to
appoint the timesand places of holding said meetings in the sever-
al sections, who appointed the following times and places: (viz.)
The Union meeting in the first S ection to be held at Indian Creek

Meeting-house in (iles county, Tennessee, tc commence the Friday
before the second Lord’s day in June next.

The Union meeting in the 2nd Section to be held at Rock Creek
Meeting-house, in Mashall county, Ten., to commence on the Friday
before the first Lord’s day in June next.

The Union meeting in the 3rd Section to be held at HephZIbah
Meeting-house, in Maury county, Ten., to commence on the Friday
before the second Lord’s day in April next.

The Union meeting in the 4th Section to be held at Liynn Creek
Meeting-house,in Giles county, 1Ten.,to commence on F'riday before
the first Lord’sday in August next.

8th. The Clerk appointed L'reasurer.

9th. The Clerk to superintend the printing, and distribution of the
Minutes, to have 800 copies printed, ressrving 200 copies for the use
of the Association,andis allowed $6 for his services last year.

10th. The delinquency of churches being refered to the notice
of the Assaciation.

The following resolution was proposed and adopted, to wit:

W hereas, the Constitution of our Association makes it the duty of
every Church to represent herself in our body,and also provides
that if any Church fails to do so, she shall report the cause of her
failure at the next Association, and as several Churches have failed
to comply with these requisitions—Therefore,resolved, that we advise
those Churches to attend more strictly to their duty,1n that respect,
and strictly to regard that clause in our Constitution,

Our next Association to be held at Hurricane Spring Meeting-house,
in Giles county, Tennessee, commencing the Saturday before the

first Lord’s day in September, 1842 Brother John Hunter,to preach
