“Dear brethren, ysur annual Session has again rolled around;
glad would I be, to be with you. For 37 years, 1 have missed
but two sessions—1840,and the present. From 1806 to 1810, 1
“was a member of the Cumberland Association. ‘T'hereis none
that I know of, but my venerable brother Wiseman, now 1 ex-
pect with you, that, at that time was with me. From 1810 to
1822, I wus a member with the Concord, from thence, until af-
fliction prevented me, I have been a member of Salem Associ-
ation. And although I am still lingering on the confines of life,
laboring under a painful disease that will terminate my exis-
tance; yet I have been spared while McConico, W hite, kzel,
Wilcox and Adkinson of the Cumberland; and Stevenson,
Gordon, Warren, Casey, Cross, Willis, Browning and I’. Lester
of the Concord; and Durham, M. Smith, Hooker, EKvans, Rucks,
Rucker and Jones of the Salem have gone home to recewe thewr re-
ward. And now dear brethren, no more shall I record your
proceedings at your clerk’s table; no more will the name of
Joshua Lester, appear on the table of Churches. As I made a
request to my brethren of Concord, 1 now make the same to
you; that, although it has been 42 years, since I hope 1 receiv-
ed divine forgiveness, my master has given me grace to lwe so,
that, I have never I hope, unpured hisholy cause. And asthe eyes
of the Lord are over his people, his ears open to their prayers,
pray for me, that 1 may bear my sore afllictions with christian
resignation, and not murmur at his aftflicive hand, but that he
may give me grace to die like the saint of the Lord: and while
I am passing death’s gloomy vale, his blessed presence may be
with me; and that I may ultimately enter into that rest, that re-
mains for the people of God. Finally, Farewell dear brethren
ot Salem, I hope to meet you in the everlasting Kingdom of our
Lord Jesus Christ; where we shall meet, and no more part.
Our afflictions and sorrows will then be over. O glorious hope
of pertect bliss. I remain, your much afflicted brother,

September 29th, 1843. JOSHUA LESTER.”

The Association resumed business again, and on motion by
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several members of the house for the abstract of our principles
to be read, which was agreed to, and when read, the Associ-
ation Resolved to amend the 3d Article in the following words:
‘““We believe in the doctrine of election, according to the fore-
knowledge of God the Father, through sanctification of the
Spirit, unto ‘obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus
Christ.”  And that we refer this amendment to the respective
churches of this body, for their approbation, or disapprobation
at our next session. And if approbated and received by the
churches, it will supercede the 6th article entirely.

The letter of correspondence of the Duck River Association,
read and received, and the Association appointed Elder Klijah
W. Haile, to bear a letter of correspondence to them; and with
the letter, give that body all the intelligence necessary for the
two bodies tocome into union and fellowship with each other.

Resolved, That this Association cordially approve of the con-
duct of the Saunder’s Fork church, in attaching herself to the
Concord Association, and therefore, we dismiss her from us 1n
full tellowship. i
Forasmuch as Enon church has attached herself to the Round
Lick Association, Resolved therefore, that we drop her from our
union.

A letter from the Executive Board of the General Association
received, read, and the following response made. J[Iesolved
therefore, That this Association appoint the following brethren,
viz: Elders John Wiseman, Archamac Bass, Thomas D. John-
son, Hugh W. Pickett, Williamson Williams, Daniel Smith,
and brethren Moses Fite, William Martin, Nicholas Smith and
David B. Smith, as messengers to the General Association; and
with them, we send a letter of correspondence. KElder John
Wiseman requested toprepare the above letter. And this As-
sociation unanimously request, that the General Association
hold her next Session in our bounds. Our messengers will de-
signate the time and place.

Resolved, That this Association resume again the precious
