MINUTES

OF THE

SEVEITRR ANTNTAL SEISTON

OF THE

SALINE REGULAR BAPTIST ASSOCIATION:

IHeld at Mine Creek Church, Héempstead County, Arkansas,
. from the 23d to the 26th September,; 1843, inclusive.

Saturday, September 23d, 1843.

ArT. 1. Introductory sermon was delivered, by Elder Joab
Pratt, from St. John, 18th chapter, and 36th verse: My king-
dom is not of this world.”

9. After which, the delegates repaired to the meeting-house:.
After singing, and prayer by Elder J. C. Perkins, the letters from
the several churches were read, and the delegates’ names en-
rolled.

3. Proceeded to the choice of Moderator, and Clerk. Elder
J. C. Perkins was chosen Moderator, and G. H. Cobb, Ulerk.,

4. Called for petitionary letters ; when a letter from Harmony
Church, Washita county ; and a letter from Tulip Creek Church,
Clark county ; and a letter from Little Missouri Church, Clark
county ; and a letter from Pine Prairie Church, Sevier county ;
and a letter from Newhope Church, Sevier county, were pre-
sented, read, and received, and the right hand of fellowship given
to their delegates, and they invited to seats with us.

5. The reading of the letter from Kentucky Salme Chureh,

was deferred until Monday.
- 6. Those persons received by vouchers, directed to be insert-
ed in the line restored.

7. We forgive Mount Gilead Church, and restore her to fel-
lowship.

8. The delegates and Pastor of Mine Creek Church, together
with one from each district, viz: D. Dodd and J. Atkins, were
appointed a committee, to arrange preaching during this session.

9. Elders J. Pratt, J. Meek, and E. B. Carter, and brethren J.

Thedford and R. McCargo, were appointed a committee, to ar-
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range the business neces:ary to come before this Association, at
It3 present session

10. R. H. Scott, J. L. McClendon, and Wm. H. Dodson, were
appointed a committee on finance.

11. The committee appointed to arrange preaching, reported,
Elders A. Bolt, J. Meek, J. Pratt, M. Damron, and J. C. Perkins,
to occupy the stand on the Sabbath in the order of their names.

The Association adJourned until VIon(la,y morning, 8 o’clock.

| Sabbath, September 24, 1843.

The Sabbath was employed in the exercises of public devo-
tion. 'T'he ministers appointed, preached-in the order of their
names, to a large and attentive congregation, with energy ; and*
we hope the seed sown may yield an abundant crop.

Monday, September 25, 1843.

- Met pursuant to adjournment. Prayer by Elder A. Bolt

12. Called the names of the delegates.

13. Called for the report of the committee of arrangement,
which was presented, received, and the committee discharged.

14. Read the Abstract of Faith, Constitution, and Rules of
Decorum, of this Association.

15. Read the letter from Kentucky Saline Church, as deferred,
and received. |

16. Called for correspondence ; none presented.

17. Returned correspondence, as follows: to the Concord
Baptist Association, in the State of Louisiana; Elders J. Meek,
H. Alford, and J. C. Perkins, messengers from this Association
Elder J. Meek to write the letter.

18. Returned correspondence to the Salem Baptist Associa-
tion, In the north part of this State; Elders J. Pratt, A. Bolt, to-
oether with J. Y. Lyndsey and D. Dodd, messengers from this
Association ; Elder J. Pratt to write the letter.

19. Resolved, That we continue our correspondence with the
T'uscaloosa detlst Association, in the State of Alabama ; the
correspondence intrusted to Elders J. Pratt and J. Meek ; Elder
J. Meek to write the letter.

20. Called for the report of the committee appointed last As--
sociation, to labor with Shady Grove Church; which report was
received, and the committee discharged. -

21. Elders J. Meek, J. Pratt, and J. C. Perkins, were appoint-
ed a committee, to draft an article to cover the case of Shady
Grove Church, and report before the close of this session.

22, J. Pratt, J. Meek, J. C. Perkins, W. H. Dodson, T G.

Parker, W. VVright, and A. Westbrooks, were appointed a com-

mittee of inquiry, to visit Red River Church, Lafayette county,
to ascertain the reason why she has failed to represent herself in
this body; the committee to meet at the abover church, Friday
before the second Sabbath in J uly, 1844, and make thelr report

to the next Association. _ s

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24, Resolved, That our Abstract of Faith, Constitution, and

brethren J. Meek, J. C. Perkins, R. McCargo, A. Bolt, and J.
Pratt; and they be attached to these minutes. i

26. Whereas, the subject of temperance is doing wonders in
the world, and we are often called on to join—to save further
trouble, we say our members are all temperate persons, and our
churches temperate societies; and if they wish to know our

“number, we refer them to the table of our minutes. *

~ 97. Called for the circular address, which was presented, and

~received, and ordered to be attached to these minutes. E

'28. Appointed district meetings, as follows: First distriet, to

be held at Mount Bethel Church, Clark county, commencing
Friday before the first Sabbath in August, 1844 ; Elder A. Bolt
to preach the introductory sermon, J. Hesson his alternate. Se-
eond district, to be held at Bethlehem Church, Sevier county,
commencing Friday before the fourth Sabbath in July, 1544 ;
Elder J. Pratt to preach the introductory sermon, Elder E. B.
Carter his alternate. Third district, to be held at Harmony
Church, Washita county, commencing Saturday before the third
Sabbath in October, 1844 ; Elder J. C. Perkins to preach the mn-
troductory sermon, Elder A. Bolt his alternate.

29. The next annual session of this Association, to be held at
Liberty Church, Union county, commencing Saturday before the
fourth Sabbath in October, 1844 ; Elder Joab Pratt to preach the
introductory sermon, Elder E. B. Carter his alternate.

30. Appointed brother R. H. Scott to write the next circular
address, on the subject of church discipline.

Adjourned, until Tuesday morning, 8 o’clock.

' Tuesday, September 26, 1843.

Met according to adjournment. _ |

'31. Called for the report of the committee on Shady Grove
Church, which is as follows:

Whereas, the committee appointed to labhor with Shady Grove
Church, reported that the church refused to meet them, we,
therefore, drop them from our minutes, and hold ourselves no
longer accountable for their further conduct.

32. We recommend to the churches, where persons live in
their bounds, holding letters of dismission, to admonish them to
join the church ; if they refuse to do so, then report them to the
church where they come from.

33. Resolved, That 600 copies of these minutes be printed,
and the Clerk superintend the printing and distributing the same
among the churches, and pay the postage; and that thirty dol-
lars be placed in his hands, for the above purpose.

34. Called for the report of the committee on finance, which
is as follows :
