"Thou whose name ALONE 1s Jehovah art the most high o-
ver alf the earth. Yet Christ is Jehovah, Jer. xxiii. 6. This
is the name whereby he shall be called, Jehovah our righteous-
ness. Soisthe Spirit also, Ezek. viii.1,.8. The Lord Jeho-
