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Railway Statutes of New York.

We have thought that a brief digest of the
Railway Statutes of New York, comprising the
miscellaneous sections of especial importance to
railway companies would be of value to our
readers. We give them in the order of thelr
passage by the Legislature.

1. Razlroads, Common Curriers——Any railroad
company receiving freight for transportation, shall
be entitled to the same rights, and be subject to
the same liabilities as common carriers. When-
ever two or more railroads are connected to-
gether, any company owning either of said roads
receiving freight to be transported to any place
on the line of either of the said roads so connect-
ed, shall be liable as common carriers for the de-
livery of such freight at such place. In case any
such company shall become liable to pay any
sum by reason of the neglect and misconduct of
any other company or companies, the company

paying such sum may collect the same of the

company or companies by reason of whose neglect

or misconduct it became so liable, Sec. 9, [Re-

2. Right to take and atzrrg-Motwe Lo er=—Cot

under this act shall have power: To take and
convey persons and property on their railroad by
the power or force of steam, or of animals, or by
any mechanical power, and to receive compensa-
tion therefor—to regunlate the time and manner
in which passengers and property shall be trans-
ported, and the compensation to be paid therefor ;
but such compensation for any passenger and his
ordinary baggage, shall not exceed three cents
per mile. (Laws of 1850, ch. 140, ¢ 28.)

Sec. 83 provides that the Legislature may re-
duce or alter the rate of freight, fare, &c., on
such railroads; provided, that the same shall not
be reduced below a profit of ten per cent. per
annum upon the capital actually expended, with-
out the consent of the corporation; nor unless it
shall have been ascertained that the net annual
income of the corporation exceeds ten per cent.
per annum on the capital actually expended.
(Laws of 1850, ch. 140, § 33.)

8. Conductor and others must wear Badge— Re-

fusal to pay foare—Lxpulsion—IEvery conductor,

baggage master, engineer, brakeman, or other
servant of any railroad corporation employed on
a passenger train or in stations for passengers,
shall wear upon his hat or cap a badge, which
shall indicate his office, and the initial letters of
the style of the corporation by which be is em-

ployed. No conductor or collector without such

badge shall have authority to meddle or interfere
with any passenger, his baggage or property.
Ib., Sec. 30. e

If any passenger shall refuse to pay his fare, it
shall be lawful for the conductor of the train and
the servants of the corporation to put him and
his baggage out of the cars, using no unnecesary
force, at any usual stopping place, or near any
dwelling house, as the conductor shall elect on
stopping the train, Zb., Sec. 35.

4, Accommodations—DNotice of Trains—Neglect—

Damages—Every such corporation shall start and
run their cars for the transportation of passengers
and property, at regular times, to be fixed by
public notice ; and shall furnish sufficient accom-
modation for the transportation of all such passen-
gers and property as shall, within a reasonable
time previous thereto, be offered for transporta-

take, transport and discharge such passengers and
property at, from and to such places, on the due
payment of freight or fare legally authorized
therefor; and shall be liable to the party ag-
grieved, in an action for damages for any neglect
or refusal in the premises. ~ 1., Sec. 86,

0. Checking Baggage—Refusal—Penalty— Wit
ness.—A. check shall be affixed to every parcel of
baggage when taken for transportation by the
agent or servant of such corporation, if there is
a handle, loop or fixture, so that the same can be
attached upon the parcel so offered for transpor-
tation, and a duplicate thereof given to the passen-
ger or person delivering the same on his behalf;
and if such check be refused on demand, the cor-
poration shall pay to such passenger the sum of
ten dollars, to be recovered in a civil action ; and
further, no fare or toll shall be collected or re-
ceived from such passenger, and if such passen-
ger shall have paid his fare, the same shall be re-
funded by the conductor in charge of the train;
and on producing said check if his baggage shall
not be delivered to him, he may himself be a wit-
pess in any suit brought by him to prove the con-
tents and value of said baggage. 1J., Sec. 37.

6. Formation of Trains— Violation of act ¢ Misde-
meanor.—In forming a passenger train, baggage,
freight, merchandise or lumber cars shall not be
placed in rear of the passenger cars; and if they
or any of them shall be so placed, the officer or
agent who so directed, or knowingly suffered
such arrangement shall be deemed guilty of a
mlsdemeanor, and be punished accordingly. I1b,,
Sec. 38.

7. Sign Boards at Crossings.—Iivery such corpo-
ration shall cause to be placed, well supported by
posts or otherwige, and constantly maintained
across each traveled public road or street where
the same is crossed by the railroad on the same
level ; said boards shall be elevated so as not to
obstruct the travel, and to be easily seen by trav-
elers, and on each side of such boards, shall be
painted in capital letters of at least the size of
nine inches each, the words “ Railroad crossing,
look out for the cars.” But this section shall not
apply to streets in cities or villages, unless the
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corporation shall be required to put up such
boards by the officers having charge of such
streets, JZb., Sec. 40, '

8. Intoxication of Engineer or Conductor—If any
person shall, while in charge of a locomotive
engine running upon the railroad of any such
corporation, or while acting as the conductor of a
car or train of cars, on any such railroad, be in-
toxicated, he shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, Jb., Sec. 41.

9, Iyjury of Railroads, ete.—Penalty.—If any
pergon or persons shall wilfully do, or cause to be
done, any act or acts whatever, whereby any
building, construction or work of any railroad
corporation, or any engine, machine or structure,
or any matter or thing appertaining to the same,

shall be stopped, obstructed, impaired, v»reakerzledj1

injured or destroved, the person or persons so
offending shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
shall forfeit and pay to the said corporation treble

the amount of damages sustained by such offence, |

Penaliy— Walking on  Track—Sec. 44 provides
that railroads shall construct and maintain fences
along the line of road, and gates and cattle guards
at necessary places. Corporations shall be liable
for damages to cattle, etc., when the injury re-
sults from negligence or wilfulness. Any person
leading animals along the inclosure formed by
such fence without consent of corporation shall
be liable to a penalty of ten dollars. It shall not

be lawful for persons not employed on such rail-|

road, to walk along the track thereof, unless the
same is laid along a public road. Ib., Sec. 44.
11, Riding on Platform—Injury.—~In case any
passenger on any railroad shall be injured, while
on the platform of a car, or in any baggage,
wood or freight car, in violation of the printed
regulations of the company posted up at the time
in a conspicuous placo, inside of its passenger
cars then in the train, such company shall not be
liable for the injury; provided said company at
the time furnished room inside its passenger cars,
sufficient for the proper accommodalion of the
passengers, Ib., Sec. 46. |
12, Extension of Aet to wll Railroads.—All exist-
ing railroad corporations within this State, shall
respectively have and possess all the powers and
privileges contained in this act, and they shall be
subject to all the duties, liabilities and provisions,
not inconsistent with the provisions of their
charter, contained in the foregoing sections, 28,
(except subdivision 9,) 30, 38, 85, 86, 87, 38, 40,
41, 42, 44 and 40 of this act. Ib,, Sec. 49.
