Cincinnati and Terxrre Haute ﬂallway.

(teneral Hunter, of Indiana, recently addressed
a meeting in the room of the Chamber of Com-
merce, in favor of the Cincinnati and Terre Haute
Railway, a road which we have noticed as baving
just been becun, The object of this road is to
pass from Terre Haute, through Clay, QGreene,
Monroe, and other counties, nearly or quite fifty
miles south of the present road through Indiana-
polis, and especially through the iron and coal
districts of Indiana. Probably no road of equal

length can be devised from Cincinnati which will

be equally beneficial to the trade of this city, The
reasons are quite obvious; 1. There is no road
through a large district of countryin which this
road will lie, All its trade should come to Cin-
cinnati, but (ten, Hunter says only a small part
really does. But it is a region so new and so
closely connected with Cincinnati, that its whole
trade ought to reach this city. As a local road
through these counties, the Cincinnati and Terre
Haute railway would bring all the business of that
country. 2, It is a section containing very supe-.

rior beds of iron ore, This fact was known half a
century ago. The ore beds of Greene county were
worked a short time about fifty years agco; but
mining could not be carried on successfully for
the very reason which has arrested the rapid in-
crease of Cincinuati, the want of railroads (prop-
erly constructed) to the best iron and coal beds ; -
and it is plain that Cincinnati can not have its for-
mer rapid progress till it does have such roads.
3 The road lies on one of the best coal beds in
this country, the beds of block coal, and which are
partially mined in Clay county. Now it is true,
that about the same distance there are coal beds
in Ohio, Kentucky and West Virginia-as in Indi-
ana, but there are great differences in the value of
these coal beds as to qualitly and ease of transpor-
tation.
